1. Self-addressed labels are included within the Technical Pack to attach to the envelopes. The submission of tenders must be clearly marked and labelled “Former Mounton House School” for the attention of the Estates Department and within an easily identifiable envelope to ensure that bids are not opened prior to the tender close date. Tenderers must submit their tenders using the appropriate form by 12:00 (noon) Friday 31st January 2025 to:

2. No distinguishing marks identifying the bidder will be permissible on the envelope, a failure to comply with this requirement will mean that the tender will not be accepted or considered.  No tender received after the time and date specified above shall be accepted or considered 

3. Offers will not be opened and considered prior to the time and date specified above. 

4. It should be noted that the Vendors do not bind themselves to accept the highest or any offer. 

5. The successful tenderer will be required to enter into a binding contract within 28 days of their solicitors receiving a draft contract from MCC.  

6. Monmouthshire County Council has declared a climate emergency  https://www.monmouthshire.gov.uk/climate-emergency/. Bids should include explanation of how you intend to adhere to this declaration. 

7. A key consideration of tender evaluation is ‘deliverability’ in terms of the proposed future use of the site. Tenderers are required to consider and demonstrate general compliance with planning policy, feasibility, viability and deliverability of your development proposals. Sufficient information should be provided on development proposals to enable the Council to determine this.   

8. Bidders should confirm if their offer is for the whole of the site or part. If in part, a plan showing the extent of land/buildings required should be provided. Bidders should note that the Council’s preference is for the sale of the whole. 

9. Bidders are encouraged to detail how their proposals may ‘add value’ to the Council, local community and/or economy including any proposals to utilise local employment / labour and maximise local benefit.

10. The successful tenderer will be required to pay no more than £2,000 (two thousand pounds) for the vendor’s Surveyor and Legal fees (including disbursements). 

11. Confirmation that the purchaser will undertake to pay the Vendor’s legal costs should the purchaser withdraw from the transaction, once solicitors instructed.

12. All financial proposals should be at a fixed sum, made in pounds sterling and should not be made by reference to any other offers.

13. VAT is not chargeable on this property. 

14. This is not a formal tender and no contract will be created by acceptance of any offer or bid in response to this request. This remains the position until formal contracts have been agreed and exchanged.

15. Details of funding arrangements (clarification and confirmation may be sought in certain circumstances). Where cash is offered, proof of the amount is to be provided by way of deposit statements or a letter from the bank/building society or a letter from your solicitor confirming the monies are held in account. Where third party funding is offered, proof of loan / mortgage (even in principle) is required from the provider referring to the property and amount to be funded. Proof of any deposit will also be required.

16. An indication of timing for completion.

17. Full identity of the purchaser to allow verification checks to be undertaken in accordance with UK Money Laundering Regulations 2017. Information to be provided in accordance with attached Anti Money Laundering Compliance Due Diligence Guidelines.

18. Confirmation of the prospective purchaser's authority to make the offer and, where relevant, confirmation that any offer made had full board or similar approval.

19. The Vendors reserve the right to disregard any deficiency in compliance with the terms of the above when accepting any offer or bid, but reserve the right to demand subsequent compliance prior to, or as a precondition of, exchange of contracts.
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
